4. Connect the USB cable to the micro USB port of
the @ Dash Cam. Run the cable along the edge of
the windshield, tuck it away in the seams, and
extend it all the way to the USB port of the @ Car
Charger. Be sure to keep it away from the airbag area.

5. Insert the @ Car Charger into your cigarette lighter,
connect the 0 Dash Cam to the Car Charger.

6. Adjust the @ Dash Cam to keep the lens level with
the ground.

7. Start the car engine to check if the @ Dash Cam is
working properly.

Dash Cam and Snapshot Button Pairing
